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ABSTRACT

Purposes of the study

1. To study teachers' opinions concerning supporting program
for in-service teacher training through radio and correspondence
2. To compare the opinions between the teachers who enrolled in thé
in~service teacher corre;pondence coutse—and-the-teachers who applied
for the annual examination about the in-service teacher training radio
and cd:respondence supporting program
3. To study the problems and obstacles of the in-service

teacher training radio and correspondence supporting program

Procedure

Samples used in this study are randomly selected from the-
teachers who enrolled in the in-service teacher training correspondence
course and the teachers applying for the in-service teacher annual
examination. Six hundred and fifty questionaires were mailed and

five hundres and four or 77.50 percent were mailed back. The data

were analyzed by using statistical methods system : arithmatic mean,

standard deviation and t-test.

Findings

The findings of the study can be summed up as the following

1. The teachers in the in-service training radio program were
satisfied with the correspondence supportimg program in high level in
almost every item. The comtent in backing material were the most
beneficial to the supporting program understanding. They helped'them
understand better. Both groups of teachers were agreeable in the
program procedure.for it shelped them understand the curriculum better
including the preparation/for the examination. The program made them
enthusiastic to study upgrade themselves and moralized the teachers in
remote area. Both gruoups of teachers appreciate the program formats
and lecture in a form of interval summary; question-answer and conver-—
sation. On 1istening aspect, the obstacles of listéning was the
unclearness caused by .the voice disappearing periodically. Some days.
they were noﬁ able to hear it because of the bad weather. This was
- agreed by both groups of .téachers., .The most, suitable time for broad-
casting were on Monday, Wednesday~and 'Sunday from 6.30 to 7.30 am.

2..Whenscompaxring between. the two,groups' opiniens.separated by
subjects : Pedagogy, Thai, SCiénce aﬁd Social "Studi€s were as follow :
there were no difference in broadcasting content and presenter's voice
except program'formats backing-matérial receiving obstacleé and broad-
casfing time that two groups in some subjects had avsignificant
difference in opinion; there were a statistical significant diffefence

at .05 level in drama format of Social Studies, .01 level in backing



material of Pedagogy and Thai, .01 level in receiving obstacles of
Science and also, .0l level in broadcasting time of Thai.

3. Problems found in the in-service teacher training supporting
program were personnel, facilitieé, recording process, tapes distri-

bution, timing and broadcasting stations.

Recommendations

1. Broadcasting time should be changed especially the time
during 5.00 ~ 5.30 p.m. beedtse most of the teachers were on the way
home, they all miss thisprogram. The In-Service Teacher Training
Division should ask for more'broadcasting time for moré subjects.

2. In-Service Teacher/Training Division should have a special
unit to produce the program for the efficient procedure and the script
writers should be trained for more experience.

3. Most contents in this radio programs that the teachers
satisfied should be existed and improved but some should be revised;
for example, there shoudld be more examples and explafhation in some
difficult parts of Sciemnce.

4. Technical problems in broadeasting| shouldsbesadjusted by
the Public Relation Department especially the frequency should be
standardized,

5. Brpadcasting schedule should be distributed in advance of
the regular scheduled program,

6. Yearly evaluation on 1isténing should be made in order that
it is worth using and evaluation should be made by system approach to

compare with other projects in using resources efficiently.
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
