ABSTRACT
The purposes of this study were to analyze moral concepts
embeded in songs used in teaching moral education and to study
¥ the teachers' utilization of songs in teaching moral education in
school under the jurisdiction of the Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration. The study wes divided into two parts:

Part one: The analysis of moral concepts. Thirty moral
concepts were selected from the elementary Curriculum B.E.2521.
Thirty-nine samples of moral songs were used. The researcher
analized those samples by developing the analysis tables.

Part two: Teachers' utilization of songs in teaching
moral education. Questionnaires composed of three sections were
used as the instrument of this part. Section one focused on

4 teachers' status. Section two based on teachers' utilization

of songs. Section three concerned with problems and suggestions

r utilization of songs. The data were analized by using



percentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviation.

The major findings wefe:
1. High frequency of moral concepts were the ability
0 get along with other people, loyalty to Nation-Religion-
lonarchy, bravery and self confidence.
Moral concepts not found in all songs were main-
taining peaceful mind, concentration and cheerfulness, personal
nabit in daily-living, country in showing respect; apologizing;

tharking; asking for help etc.

2. Songs used by most teachers were:
(1) Kwam Kraeng Chai (Being consideration for)
(2) Sadudee Maharaja (Praise the King)
(3) Trong Tor Wela (Punctuality)
(4) Yindee tee Ruchak (Glad to know you)

(5) Kah Nam Nom (The Value of mother's milk)

Songs used by least teachers were:
(1) Yah Tai Proh Kin (Beware of over eating)

(2) Choke Manush (Human's luck)

3. The song contents related to the moral lessons
and simple melody suitable for students were considered as

important by the teachers in preparing moral lessons.

L. Most of the teacher used moral songs to introduce
the lesson by explaining the content of songs. Then teachers
sang those songs and the students sang along together. After
that the teachers and the students summarized the main concepts

of songs together.



5. Teachers' utilization of songs in teaching moral
education made students more enjoyable and created a good
learning atmosphere.

6. The most important problems were as follow:
6.1 The teachers knew only the content but not
the melody.

©.2 The teachers could neither sing moral songs

nor find material for practice.
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
