!Consequently , comparative studt between crime of theft and crime of shoplifting upon

substandtivia doctrine , severity of punishment and criminal case proceeding show that the provision of the
shoplifting bffence should be separated from section 334 of the Penal Code , punishment of shoplifting

should be léss severe than one of theft , and the offence of shophfting should be a compromisable crime.
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
