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ABSTRACT

This investigation was designed to study the academic
status of secondary school teachers both in government and private
schools. The investigator computed an average level of educational
attoinment for all secondary school teachers, Differences in average
educational level were tcsted by the Z - test method for the
expected values as determincd by UNESCO. The average levels of
educational attainment of all government and all private secondary
school teachers were computed, These data ﬁere further analyzed
for (a) metropolitan and provincial areas, (b) educational regions,
and (c¢) for each provincc.

It was found that (1) Secondary school teachers throughout
the kingdom have lower qualifications than the Bachelor's degrec
(p 2.01). On the average, sccondary school teachers have qualifica-
tions between the Higher Certificate in Education and the Diploma
in Education, (2) Government secondary school teachers have higher
qualifications than private sccondary school teachers (P 2 .01).

On the average, government sccondary school teachers have qualifi-

cations between the Diploma in Education and the Bachelor's degree,

but private secondary school teachers have qualifications hetween



the Primary Teaching Certificate and the Higher Certificate in
Education. (3) Government sccondary school teachers in the metropo-
litan areas have higher qualifications than government secondary
school teachers in the provincial areas (P 2.01). On the average,
government secondary school tcachers in the metropolitan areas

have qualifications between the Diploma in Education and the
Bachelor's degree, but government secondary school teachers in the
provincial areas have gqualifications at the level of the Diploma

in Education. (4) Private secondary school teachers in the metro=-
politan areas have higher gqualifications than private secondary
school teachers in the provincial areas (p=2.01). On the average,
private secondary school teachers in the metropolitan areas have
qualifications between the Higher Certificate in Education and the
Diploma in Education, but private secondary school teachers in the
provincial areas have qualifications between the Certificate in
Education and the Primary Teaching Certificate. (5) The educational
regions in which the government and private secondary school teachers
have the highest and lowest qualifications are region 12 and region 10
'PQBPectivély; (6) Government gecondary school teachers of all province:
have qualifications higher than the normal national expectancy, and
private secondary school tcachers of all provinces have qualifica~-
tions lower than the normal national expectancy, except Bangkok
Metropolis and Chonburi which have qualifications at the middle

level.
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
