The objective of this research was to study influences of risk perception
on health behavior and to study communication guidelines for preventive
behavior on non-contagious syndromes of risk group in 2 case studies; Colorectal
Cancer and Heart Disease. The study was divided into 2 phases. The first phase
was survey research comprising Correlation Analysis, Multiple Regression Analysis,
and 3-way ANOVA on 800 cases (400 cases for each disease). The second phase
was a qualitative research, collecting data by in-depth interview with 23 key

informants and analyzing through erounded theory method.

The result found that at the first phase, risk perception factors in
Probability aspect has more influence on health behavior than risk perception
factors in Hazard aspect for both case studies. In detail, risk behaviors are affected
by different factors. For Colorectal Cancer, risk behaviors are affected by
perceived familiarity and perceived dread. But Heart Disease, risk behaviors are
affected by perceived nearness, perceived control by self, perceived self-efficacy

and perceived loss.

Perceived self-efficacy is the most effective factors on risk behavior. For
Colorectal Cancer, perceived self-efficacy affects risk behavior by conditional

relationship with perceived familiarity and perceived dread.

At the second phase, as a communication guideline, self-efficacy
message increases not only positive attitude but also preventive intention in both

cases of high risk group.
