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The objective of this research was to study relationships among Exercise self-efficacy,
Sociocultural Internalization, Body image dissatisfaction, and Exercise intention Participants were
150 women. Data was analyzed by Multiple Regression Analysis (Stepwise). Research results are
as follows: Exercise self-efficacy and Sociocultural internalization were significantly correlated to
exercise intention (r = .44, p < .001; r = .22, p < .01). While Body image dissatisfaction was not
significantly correlated to exercise intention (r = .13, p > .05). Exercise self-efficacy and
sociocultural internalization together significantly predicted Exercise intention (R2 =24.8,p <.001).
Exercise self-efficacy and Sociocultural internalization had significant standardized coefficients
(,Bz 45, p < .001; ﬂ: 24, p < .01, respectively). Body image dissatisfaction did not predict

exercise intention.
