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RELATIONSHIP CONFLICT: THE ROLES OF PERFECTIONISM,
EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE, TASK CONFLICT, AND

The purpose of this research was to examine the roles of perfectionism, emotional
intelligence, performance feedback, and task conflict on relationship conflict. With a
sample of one hundred and seventy-two undergraduate students in Chulalongkorn
University, the results have shown that whether relationship conflict would be high or low
depended on task conflict (B: 189, p < .01) personal standard (B: 154, p < .05) and
performance feedback (B: -.150, p < .01), and perfectionism moderated the relationship
between performance feedback and relationship conflict (B = .154, p < .05). Specifically,
when a person had high doubt and concern over one’s own mistakes, poor performance
feedback would predict less relationship conflict. On the contrary, a person who had low
doubt and concern over mistakes rated more relationship conflict after receiving poor

performance feedback.
