The purposes of this research and development were: 1) to develop an English instructional
process based on Lexical Network Theory (LNT)and QAR strategy to enhance lexical competence of
undergraduate students, and 2) to study the effectiveness of the developed process. The research procedure
was divided into 2 phases. The first phase was to develop an English instructional process based on Lexical

Network Theory and QAR strategy. The second phase was to study the effectiveness of the developed process.
The findings of this study revealed that:

1. The 4 principles of the process are: (1) The transfer of learning from students’ background
knowledge of word meaning with the lesson leads the students to understand the meanings of the word and
its types. The students have thinking process, and link the internal meanings of word and the target words with
their related words. (2) Scaffolding with questions helps students to build lexical network then they use it as a
tool to choose the words. (3) The internal meaning link and the explanation of the way to build lexical
network help the students to gain deep understanding about words and have strategies to choose the
appropriate words. (4) QAR encourages students to transfer their learning in using variety of words and
monitoring their word usage. This process consists of 3 stages, including (1) engagement stage, (2) exploration

and lexical network building stage, and (3) independent application and self-monitoring stage.
2. The results of the effectiveness of the developed process demonstrated that:

2.1) The experimental group had significantly higher post-test mean scores than the pre-test at

the level of .05.

2.2) The students at all levels of lexical competence in the experimental group had significantly

higher post-test mean scores than the pre-test at the level of .05.

2.3) The experimental group had significantly higher post-test mean scores than the control
group at the level of .05 in lexical knowledge (the part of speech identification and prototypical sense
identification), listening, reading and writing ability. (Whereas, the English speaking ability was not statistically
significant at .05 level.)

2.4) The experimental group had enhanced development in all elements of lexical

competence.
