The purposes of this research and development were to 1) develop an English reading
instructional model integrating guided reading approach and question-answer relationship strategy to
enhance analytical reading ability of upper secondary school students; 2) study the effectiveness of the
English reading instructional model integrating guided reading approach and question-answer relationship
strategy. The research sample, drawn by using purposive and simple random sampling, included 32 tenth-
grade students of Talingchan Wittaya School. The duration of experiment was 27 periods of 50 minutes
each. The research was divided into 4 phases: 1) Studying and analyzing basic data, 2) Developing the
reading instructional model and producing instructional documents, 3) Utilizing the reading instructional
model in an experiment, and 4) Improving the reading instructional model. The research instrument was

an analytical reading ability test. Data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation and t-test.
Findings were as follows:

1. The model of an English reading instructional model integrating guided reading approach and
question-answer relationship - strategy consisted of 4 components: principles, aims, instructional
management steps, and evaluation. The instructional model comprised of 5 steps: activating, rehearsing,

group reading, evaluating self-understanding and responding to text.

2. The effectiveness of an English reading instructional model was investigated by implementing
the instructional model with the student sample. Findings revealed that: the students’ analytical reading
ability was higher after the implementation of the English reading instructional model at the .05 level of
significance. The mean scores () of the students’ analytical reading ability before and after the
implementation of the English reading instructional model were 7.47 and 16.78, respectively. The sample
(were taught with the instructional model integrating guided reading approach and question-answer
relationship strategy) resulted in higher development of analytical reading ability after experienced with

the instruction.
