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Floating house tourism areas are Kanchanaburi's natural and unique
tourist attractions. Tourism development tends to cause changes to the
environment. Such development is generally useful to these areas, but
there are some problems also. The problems are caused by the consumption
of travel resource based on economic values. This study, therefore, aims
to be aware of the present nature of this particular kind of tourism areas
in order to analyze the problems and their causes, and to propose guide-
lines for area planning and management which are to solve the problems

and to make benefits for the communities.

Based on the evaluation of natural environment and service activity
in the target areas done by gathering information from tourists, officers,
and business owners, 95 percent of the tourists agreed that the most
serious problem was the negative change of the environment. Other
problems went to noise and water pollutions, parking of the floating house
and the problems in service activities with inadequate security.

A cause of such problems is the tourism improvement without con-
cerning environmental impacts. The level of this improvement is not proper
for the areas especially the reserved regions. This study also proposes
some guidelines to the use of lands which leads to the control of activities
within the areas. The solutions can be based on this project and its
proposed guidelines which are to determine standard and possibility for

problem management related to official rules and responsible organizations.
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
