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The purpose of this research was to study the effects of mind mapping and self- regulation on
attitude and toward their subject and Thai learning achievement of Mathayom Suksa one students. The
subjects were 60 of Mathayom Suksa one students from Boployratchadapiseak  school. They were
randomly assigned into the experimental 3 groups and the control group with fifteen stucents in each
group. The first experimental group was trained by using the mind mapping technique. The second
experimental group was trained by self-regulation and The third experimental group was trained by using
the mind mapping technique and self-requlation. No trained was employed in the control group. MI
subjects were pretested and posttested on attitude and Thai learning achievement. The testing scores were
analyzed by using the t-test and one - way analysis of variance.

The results were as follows

L The students in the first, second and third experimental group obtained higher scores on
attitude and Thai learning achievement in the posttest than those in the control group at .01 significant
level.

2. The students in the first, second and third experimental group obtained higher scores on
attituce and Thai - learning achievement in the posttest than their on the pretest at .01 significant level.

3. The students in the first experimental group not obtained higher significant scores Thai
learning achievement in the posttest than those of the students in the second experimental group.

4. The students in the third experimental group obtained higher scores Thai learning achievement
in the posttest than those of the students in the first experimental group and the second experimental group
at .05 significant level,

5. The attituce scores of the first , second and third experimental group were not significant at
