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“Firearms" apart from being used in sports are also used in criminal commission. The government
therefore has to control sale of firearms to the general public such a control bring about two lines of
thought.

1 A Strict control viewing that once the people are out of firearms crimes would be soon
extinct. Possession of firearms by the public should therefore be strictly forbidden.

2. Aloose control viewing that to forbid the public from possessing firearms is to limit the right
and liberty of the people to carry out self-defense, and properties lespecially by the time the state is dtill
unable to protect the public. There fore the public should be allowed to possess firearms.

The control Firearms in Thailand therefore requires a full reflection of the two branch of thoughts to
allow a well balanced outcome. At present Thailand has only one single legislation i.e. the Firearms Act of
BE 2490 and it is already over half a century old. There are loopholes in law enforcement be it
imprecision., out of mode Lor lack of consideration on the present social condition.

This thesis carries out @ comparative study between Thai laws and those of foreign countries 1
both the stricter type and the more liberal type in order to look for a guideline to carry out a reform on
laws on firearms in Thailand to ensure an efficient law enforcement.

Results getting form study show that the countries under the study always allow the public to
possess , use and carry firearms as a basic right in self defense for person or property. But the control
vary regarding the application for possession Luse and carrying Lthe condition of which and the
monitoring Lthere is also variation in issuance of permit regarding the strictness and the penalties for
offence in order to look after the safety of the public.

The study proposes that law on firearms of Thailand should blend in the stronger points of various
countries by trying to apply the control principles of those countries and try to spell out the conditions on
possession and use of firearms by taking the social condition of the country into consideration .
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
