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The objective of this research is to propose instructial activities for developing good citizenship characteristic for
students in secondary schools. The sample was consisted of 288 social studies teachers and 22 teaching social Studies
experts. The researcher constructed two set of questionnaire for social studies teachers and teaching social studies experts.
The obtained data were analyzed by means of percentage, arithmetic means and standard deviation.

The research findings were as follows :

L Classroom activities. The basic skill aspect : practicing how to set hypothesis to solve the problems,
using real situations to be the issues for discussion; the affective aspect : use case studies by applying moral principles to the
solution and use role models in Thai history; the social and cultural aspect : use role play to illustrate the proper practice in
Thai culture and custom, use social problems as the issues to be taught and have the students set the examples for being good
citizens; the political and democratic aspect : use group process to discuss rights and duties, use simulation in teaching rights
and duties under the democratic principles, explain the rights and duties of citizens written in the constitutionpractice how to
solve problems in the present political situations, and analysis the strength and weakness of Thai government in each period.

2. Extra curriculum activities. The basic skill aspect conducting social studies projects integrated with
other subjects, organizing fieldtrips, using leaning resources and technology for searching the data and presenting news and
information on the air in schools; the affective aspect : participating in religious activities, inviting speakers lecturing on
values relevant to the people’s ways of living and practicing meditation; the social and cultural aspect : participating in
religious special days, organizing fieldtrips to historic areas, organizing exhibition or bulletin boards illustrating the
information of national major institutes and organizing project contests on environmental conservation; the political and
democratic aspect : organizing exhibitions on political special days, organizing fieldtrips to important political venues and
following-up Thai political news.

3, Activities with communities. The basic skill aspect : use local resources both people and places, and
organizing social studies quiz among ~ dents in communities; the affective aspect : organizing activities for public benefit
and inviting speakers in communities recommending on how to devote for the communities; the social and cultural aspect :
having students participate in religious and local cultural and custom activities, organizing activities for conserving namral
resources and public properties, campaigning against drug addict, survey community problems and suggesting for the
solutions, inviting speakers to introduce how to use Thai local wisdom in ways of life, use local areas as learning resources;
the political and democratic aspect : producing printed material and other media’s for disseminating concepts of election to
the public, campaigning for the political participation and organizing activities promoting the concepts of democracy and
political participants in the community.
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
