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The research aimed at studying the relocation of Klong Toey slum development phase Ill, projected
into a suburban area, namely Watcharapol Ramintra community. The study was oriented towards the present
physical and socio-economic, life-style of dwellers. The impact of this relocation on residents in the projected
area was also examined. The questionnaire, field work and observation were the instruments used to gather
data. Samples were drawn from 200 residents in Watcharapol 3 project by means of the convenient sampling
technique. The data was analyzed and presented in percentage terms, average, maximum, and minimum
scores. Findings were as follows:

The physical and social conditions of the residents were found to be better. Most were satisfied
with this project to some extent. However, they had to face some economic and professional problems because
their new residences were far away from their work places, making it inconvenient to commute. Therefore,
unemployment increased. From observation, most subjects' residences were two-story standard building
constructed on a 20 square wah piece of land. Most residents were employees. There was less income and
less expenditure per household after the relocation. Most residents had no savings but were in debt because
they had to build their new house. Relationships among community dwellers were poorer than before the
relocation and people's participation in community activities declined due to relocating people into the new
places with no consideration for their former communities. The new community was conveniently provided with
better infrastructure. Most residents were found to be satisfied with living in this community. The impact of the
relocation on the residents in the new place was found to be economic and the problem of commuting.
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
