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The purpose of this research was to study and compare the demand for housing and behavior of
graduates from USA, UK, and Japan. The data was gathered from questionnaires sent to 336 subjects by mail,
inquiring about their common practices or ways of life, attitudes, preference for housing location, physical
conditions, community, surroundings, and prices.

Findings :

The three groups of subjects exposed to the culture of country they were educated in had been
influenced in their ways of life. They had formed the attitudes similar to natives of that country, making them
different from others in Thai society, especially with respect to their sense of self and creativity.

The subjects’ behavior in the selection of housing was not different from each other. They prefered
building their own houses to buying them from the real estate agents.

As for physical conditions, most of the USA and UK graduates wanted a single, two-story house with
3 bedrooms, 3 baths or more, 300 square meters area of use, neatly and moderately decorated, modern looking,
built on a 151 -200 wah piece of land. Those who graduated from Japan, although preferring the same kind of
housing, wanted, a house with 50-100 square meters area of use built on 50-100 square wahs.

Concerning location, most subjects preferred housing in the center of the town(CBD) for the present,
but in the future, most wanted to live in the upper Bangkok area since. This area would not be so crowed, and it
would be convenient to commute and have an adequate infrastructure. The house should also be a hospital,
shopping centers, and education institutions.

Subjects from all 3 sample groups wanted a garden, an area for exercising, and a swimming pool.
Those who graduated from the USA and Japan wanted to be in a 51-100 household community while the UK
graduates wanted a community of not more than 50 households, all subjects with having some activities to create
good relationships in community.

As for expenditure for housing, subjects wanted to pay 25-30% of there family income. The US and
UK graduates wanted a house priced at about 3,500,000-5,000,000 which they could afford with their own
money, while those from Japan wanted a house priced at about 1,500,000-2,500,000 which they could
afford with some loans from financial institution.

As a whole, it was found that the subjects had only a slight difference in selecting places to live in the
future because they similarly absorbed the culture of the country they studied in and applied it to their ways of life

in Thai society.
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
