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The objective of this study was to develop, implement and evaluate the 8rimary
pharmaceutical care process at Phramongkutklao hospital during December 1997- May 1998.

The process was developed using the concepts of direct pharmacist-patient encounter
as primary pharmaceutical care, 3 important steps of care which were upon-admission, during
admission and upon discharged of a patient, were included to cover every patient in the study
ward. Each step of care encompassed only some obvious drug-related problems : ADRs, DI,
improper drug selection and medication non-compliance patient’s knowledge and understanding
of the use of their medication were also studied. The process was implemented for 1 month,
data were collected for DRPs found as well as the prevention, resolution or follow-up required.

Over the  dy period, 210 patients, in a general medicine ward, received primar
pharmaceutical care by one phamacist, 159 DRPs prior to admission was detected in 15
patients. The most commonly founds DRPs were non-compliance 54.3% most of the patients
also lacked ofknowledge and understanding of drug-used (97.1%)

Durin% hospital sta%, 167 DRPs were found in 95 patients (45.2%). The 87 DRPs
were resolved (52.1%), 28 DRPs (16.8%) were prevented and 52 DRPs (31.1%) required
monitoring closedly. When the patients received medication-counseling upon discharged, 18
DRPs were found in 18 patients. 8 DRPs were resolved and 10 DRPs were to be followed up.
All disciplines and the patients involved showed favorable attitudes toward the primary
Bharma_ceutmal care practice because the patients received better care. Thus the project should
e continued in the future.
