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The purposes ofthis researchwereto  dy relationships between personal factors,
normative beliefs, professional nursing values and attitudes toward nursing profession with
nursing practice regarding patient advocacy of professional nurses, and to search for the
variables that would be able to predict the nursing practice regarding patient advocacy of
professional nurses in the emergency department, regional hospital and medical centers. The
subjects were 317 professional nurses working in emergency department. Research
instruments  were four tests designed to measure, professional nursing values, professional
attitudes, normative beliefs and the nursing practice regarding patient advocacy of
professional nurses. The content of the latter instrument was derived from the transcription
ofthe indepth interviews of 10 experts. All instruments were tested for content validity and
reliability. Statistical methods used in data analysis included mean, standard deviation, F-test,
Pearson product moment and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

Major findings were the followings:

1 The nursing practice regarding patient advocacy of professional nurses working
in emergency department was at the high level.

2. There were positively and significantly relationships between age, working
experience, professional nursing values and the nursing practice regarding patient advocacy of
professional nurses, at the .05 level.

3. There were no significant relationships between the educational level,
normative beliefs, attitudes toward nursing profession and the nursing practice regarding
patient advocacy of professional nurses.

4. The variables that could significantly predict the nursing practice regarding
patient advocacy  of professional nurses were professional nursing values and normative
beliefs regarding supervisors and Coworkers. Thetot variance explained was 17.45 percent.
