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The main purpose of this research is to study the need for an accommodation of low-

income employees of Thai Red Cross, and their economics and social problems.

The study has shown that there are two groups of Thai Red Cross employees who want
their own accommodation. The first group is the low-income employees who have not had their own
accommodation. The other isemployee living with their relatives. Most of the employees in the first group
have rented houses near by the work place. Higher-income employees who own their houses in the
suburban areas have to use mass transportation to commute to work. They consider the long distance
between house and work place is one of their major problems they are facing everyday.

Most of these employees household earn no more than 20,000 baht per month. They do
not have any extra income, and very low saving. They said that they could pay only 50,000 baht for a
house down payment. Therefore house price is their most concerned factor in buying an accommodation.

The study concluded that approximately 75% of the population want to have their owned homes.
Most of them look for Town House in the area of 16 - 25 square wah. The price should be up to 700,000
baht The second-wanted is Single detached house on 36 - 50 square wah land. The price should range
from one million to one million and three hundred thousand baht. They are willing to put 15% of the price
for down payment, and have 20 year mortgage loan. They can pay only 5,000 baht for monthly mortgage
payment, which is far less than the actual possibility to own a house. They want the Thai Red Cross to
provide them housing loan for financial both pre finance and post finance. "Town House" is more affordable
one; otherwise, they may need supports from their parents for the payment. Most of the employees who
need a house usually have their own saving less than 10,000 baht. Therefore, no matter what kinds of

accommodation in Capital City they want to have, the price is unaffordable.
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
