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The purposes of this research were to study and compare the caring behaviors for the
pediatric patients of third year nursing students in  nursingcolleges  under the jurisdiction of the
ministry of public health, north  eastern region in10  aspects, classified by personal background, self-
requlated leaming, - perception of  caring behaviors of  faculty. Sample was 615 of third year nursing
students of bachelors of nursing science curriculum in 6 nursing colleges under the jurisdiction of the
ministry of public health, north eastern region. Research instruments were student’s personal background
(uestionnaire, ~ pediatric patients caring behavior Test, and  nursing student  self-requlated leamning  Test
constructed by the researcher, perception of nursing  studentof faculties’ caring behaviors  Test
constructed by Prutyanan Tiengchanya (19962. The obtained cata was analyzed by mean, standard deviation
and one way ANOVA (Oneway Analysis of Varience) with posthoc Scheffe's test.

The major findings were as follows:

L The overall caring behaviors of third year nursing students were at high level in every
aspect except Promotion of transpersonal teaching-leaming and Assistance with gratification of human
needs aspects.

2. Comparison of caring behaviors of third year nursingstudents, it was found that there is
no statistically difference between GPA and caring behaviors. Students who had high experience had
higher caring  behaviors than students who had moderate and lowexperience. Students with high  self-
requlated leaming had higher caring behaviors than  those with moderate and low self-regulated leaming
and students with moderate self-requlated leaming had higher caring behaviors than low self-requlated
leaming  students. Students with high perception of faculties” caring behaviors had higher pediatric
patients caring behaviors than those who had moderate and low perception of faculties’ caring behaviors,
significantly at .05 level.
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
