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“The ﬁurposes of this research were to study the states and groblems
concernm% the |m£|ementat|qn of Elementary School” Curriculum B.E,2521
Revised Edition B.E.2533) in elementary schools under the jurisdiction oi the
ffice of the National Primary Education Commission, Educational Region Eight.
Seven hundred and twenty two questionnaires were distributed to the “school
administrators and the prathom-suksa-one teachers, 621 or 86.01 percent of
which were completed and returned. The data were analized by lasing percentage.

Research findings were as follows _
_ With regards_ to” curriculum management, there was curriculum
|mJJ|ementat|on planning in most elementary schools. School administrators
and the prathom-suksa-one teachers studied details of the curriculum from the
documents by themselves. Lesson plans were developed among the teachers with
the help of” the educational district supervisors. They alSo prepared
curriculum materials as well as curriculum accessories. The problems were
that the teachers did not sufficiently understand how to make neither
curriculum implementation Rlannmg nor lesson plans, that they lack documents
and knowledge resources, that they were overburdened with responsipilities,
tlhatttgey recenéed complementary materials late and that the materials were
imited In number.

. Concerning curriculum facilities provision, most primary schools had
their personnel tfained in curriculum implementation courses. School
administrators helped their teachers to make teaching schedules and the,
teachers were a_sm?ned,to teach according to their knowledge and expediences.
Places for curricu um,|m(§)lementa_t|0n and follow-up supervision throu?h class-
room Visits were Browde . Meetings with parents werg conducted so that <te
curriculum would be informed and explained to them. The problems were
insufficient time in personnel preparation, inadequate classrooms, the
teachers' lack of supervision from the educational provincial supervisors, and
the parents' lack of interest in curriculum information,

Regarding to instructional organization, school administrators made
the teachers prepare their lesson plans and checked them, allowed the teachers
to attend academic seminars, advised and encouraged the teachers to produce
instructional medias. Instructional activities were held focusing on students.
The teachers used nine_steps of processing skills and instructional techniques
were chosen corresdoondlng to learning objectives and subgect matters.  Results
of measurement and evaluation were used o improve the students' behavior and
learning ability. The problems were that the teachers .had heavy teaching load
and insufficient skills in instructional techniques, that they did not have
instructional materials_for_every group of learning experiences and that they
lacked standard evaluation instriments.
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
