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The purpose of this study was to find the relations between learner
characteristics and familiar and unfamiliar animals as the main characters in
fables upon listening comprehension of Prathom Suksa Two students. The
subjects were students from the schools under the jurisdiction of Bangkok
Metropolis in the academic year 1990.

The results revealed that;

1. The students learning from the fables with familiar animals were
better in listening comprehension than those learning from the fables with
unfamiliar animals at the 0.05 level of significance.

2. The studied variables which showed the relations with the
listening comprehension at the 0.05 level of significance were: (1) Thai
language learning achievement (2) animals which were main character
(3) sex of students and (4) learning achievement.

3. The listening comprehension of students related to four predictable
variables at the 0.05 leVel of significance were: (1) Thai language learning
achievement (2) animals which were main characters (3) sex of students
(4) the learning achievement. All four variables could explain the variance
of listening comprehension of students at 26.78 percent.
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
