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The Objectives of the thesis aim to study evolution, existing
situation, forms and trend of the land use in Dusit district.

The study revealed that the wurbanization of Dusit district was
started from the mid of Ratanakosin period when the Dusit Palace was built
in the north suburb of Bangkok under the reign of King Chulalongkorn. From
then the district became an Aristocratic suburb where palaces, manors and
houses of his Royal kinships, aristocrates are located. Development of
Dusit district moved upward from the southern area (Mahanak) up to the
north. With the influence of the evolution, Dusit, upto present, have long
been utilized as the city's residential area. Later, government institutes
especially millitary, have replaced those palaces and manors where most ot
the right of ownership of land belong to the government or the Crown
property Burau. At present, 40 percent of the land area of Dusit district
Is being used for residential purpose while 24 percent is for institutional
use.

The study also found that , with its long', evolution in many settle-
ments “"neighbourhood" atmosphere can still be sensed. From analysis the
district can be defined identifiable characteristics into 7 -areas namely,
Dusit, Mahanak, River Front, Bang Son, Prachachun, M illitary Institution,
and the Institution at southern area. These areas ranking from "Dusit" and
"Phachachun" where the physical quality are most satisfying to "Bang Son"
and  "Upper River Front" where the building and environment are deteriora-
ting and social service are insufficient,

From the analysis of the land use trend, Dusit district can be
categorized into 4 levels as follows

- areas of historical value where physical will be kept untouched.

- areas where the functional uses of land are of practical use only
minor suppliment measures need to be added.

- areas where the functional uses of land may need to be reviewed
and redeveloped

- areas where the functional uses must be discouraged or terminated

Measures corresponding to the above areas are also outlined Le 3
specific areasof historical value are recommended to he reserved, 6 areas
where landscape beautification are needed, 12 residential areas are
recommended for upgrading, 16 areas are earmarked for termination of their
functional, development pattern and heirachy of transport networks are
conceptually outlined.
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
