Customer insights are essential for every business. Personality traits are
the important customer insights that can make a business gain more advantage by
understanding them. Business strategies are more effective when customized to fit
the customers' insights. The study aims to analyze the relationship between music
streaming preference by exploring nine audio features (Acousticness, Danceability,
Energy, Instrumentalness, Liveness, Speechiness, Valence, Tempo, and Mode) with
Big Five Personality Traits including Openness to Experience, Conscientiousness,
Extraversion, Agreeableness and Neuroticism of generation z volunteers who use
Spotify in past one year. The result shows a negative correlation between
Openness-to-Experience with Danceability and Energy, a positive correlation
between Conscientiousness and Liveness, and a negative correlation between
Energy and Instrumentalness. Extraversion shows a positive correlation with
Acousticness, negative correlation with energy, liveness, and Speechiness.
Instrumentalness is the only song feature that has a positive correlation with
Neuroticism. The result also found the differents relationship between music

preference and personality traits between the two genders.
