The current research objectives were 1) to analyze the content of See
Amazing in All Children initiative, 2) to study audiences’ perception, 3) to analyze
message design, 4) to study audiences’ attitude. Qualitative methodology with
content analysis, and key informant in-dept interview with professions and parents,
were applied.

Research results 1) general contents: autism's characteristics, family, and
preparation, 2) neurodiversity paradigm 3) social inclusion: empowering and
inclusion, 4) message organization: deductive, inductive, and inductive-deductive, 5)
messages  order: climax, anticlimax, and pyramidal order, 6) message
appeals: reward, motivational, and emotional, e.g., warmth, humor, fun, fear, and
hybrid. 7) message framing: positive and positive-negative hybrid.

Interview results 1) audiences perceptions: initiative contents, media design,
and media function. 2) comprehension, perceived retention, perceived emotion, and
target behavior gain. 3) parents experienced stages of autism acceptance. 4) public
attitudes were ignorant, acceptant, and hostile. 5) audiences stated that initiative
can influence one’s attitude toward autism. 6) campaign strategy is to generalize of

autism awareness.
